The Speaking subtest elicits a variety of discourse samples with efficient individually
administered teacher-scored tasks. This subtest evaluates phonemic and linguistic 
accuracy, informational appropriateness, and overall intelligibility in the language.
Teachers can read the script themselves or play an audiocassette with a standardized
recording of all stimuli and directions.

• Read/repeat aloud—Student repeats a word, phrase, or sentence 
using written and spoken prompts.

• Sentence completion—Student completes the beginning of a sentence 
using auditory and visual prompts.

• Storytelling—Student tells a story about three sequenced pictures.
• Social interaction—Student responds to an utterance with a single sentence.
